Hollymount Primary School expansion

In January, we alerted the neighbourhood to the proposed expansion of Hollymount. Despite a
large number of objections to the expansion proposals and the submission of an alternative
scheme which we understand was cheaper and less unfavourable to neighbours, LBM approved
the expansion based on their plans in the summer and there will now be a construction site in the
school for the next two years. On completion, the school will have capacity of almost 500 pupils.
At the time the possible expansion was announced, we were naturally concerned that the
reduction in school playgrounds and the doubling of the number of pupils at the school would
have implications for the use of Holland Garden. To date, LBM has not put forward a firm
proposal other than to confirm its intention to continue to allow Hollymount to use Holland Garden
during the school day for PE and other unspecified activities on an informal basis, but they have
been silent as to the frequency. In effect, LBM seems to be saying that it will be used at anytime,
weather permitting.

When Holland Garden was conveyed to LBM by Lady Holland in 1929, the conveyance was
subject to certain usage covenants, in particular that the Garden was for the use and enjoyment
of the general public and for no other purpose. Any activities which prevent or impact on the use
or enjoyment by the general public would appear to be in breach of the covenant. We will have to
wait and see how this evolves.

Committee Changes

David Hickey who has been our Chairman and one of the founding members of FOHG and his
wife, Jane, who has been Hon Secretary for the last three years, have notified us of their intention
to step down at the forthcoming Annual General Meeting. We would like to place on record our
thanks to both David and Jane for their valuable contribution over the years which has seen major
improvements in Holland Garden.

We are delighted to report that we have received two nominations to join the Committee and if
there are any other members who would like to be nominated, could they please advise lain
Carmichael (Hon Treasurer) by no later than 11 November.
